Update

Auckland: Tamaki Makaurau Transport Plan

On 24 July 2023, at the meeting convened by the
Minister for Auckland, Minster Woods requested
greater involvement and consideration of urban
development interests within the Tamaki Makaurau
Transport Plan (TMTP).

Following subsequent discussions, the Ministry of
Transport has agreed that Te Tiapapa Kura Kainga
will be invited to participate in the TMTP at the
working-group level, alongside the ATAP partners
(Ministry of Transport, Treasury, Waka Kotabhi,
Auckland Transport and Auckland Council).

Te Tuapapa Kura Kainga, Kainga Ora, Ministry of
Transport and Waka Kotahi will also meet regularly to
discuss the TMPT and related work. This is in addition
to the already-agreed joint arrangements established
to align funding for the Large-Scale Projects
(involving Kainga Ora and Te Tuapapa Kura Kainga).

Next steps

staging of the 3- to 10-year transport priorities for
Auckland to ensure adequate alignment with
housing and urban development objectives.
